If caught in a current, it’s best not to panic and get on your back and
float. 

Double red flags mean that water conditions are too dangerous for
swimmers, and you are not allowed to enter the water. 

It’s safe to swim alone. 

Rip and structural currents are not dangerous and are fun to swim in. 

Boats can be operated by anyone. You don’t need to have a boating
license. 

Buoys are used to mark where the swimming area ends and boating
area begins.
